	The first of the 2011-2012 Elimination of Racism trainings will be held on October 22 at St. Mark's Church in Grand Rapids, from 10-3pm. Cost is $15.00 which includes a box lunch. By Convention resolution, both General and Diocesan, this training is mandated for parish leadership including clergy, vestries, Christian formation and youth teachers and advisors and strongly encouraged for all members of the parish community.  
The curriculum for the day will include film, discussion, worship and opportunities for reflection on the issue of racism in our society. We will explore our role as Christians to be aware of and to work to eliminate racism in ourselves, our families, our churches and the world in which we live. 

The feedback from the program presented in 2010 was quite favorable and we hope to have three equally successful trainings in 2011-12. 
Additional conferences will be presented on March l7, 2012 in Kalamazoo, at St. Luke’s Church and on May 12 in Traverse City at Grace Church.
