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The Twin Cities Organ Concert Series will celebrate the glories of English music spanning five centuries, from magnificent Elizabethan choral music of William Byrd and Thomas Tallis, to tidbits from George Shering and Lennon/McCartney. Henry Purcell’s introspective Funeral Sentences and an organ voluntary by William Walond will represent the Baroque Era. As church music and music for large orchestra flourished in England in the 19th and early 20th centuries, the concert will highlight England’s contribution to the Romantic era with motets by Stanford and Charles Wood and a selection from Elgar’s Enigma Variations. The crowning work will be Vaughan Williams’ Serenade to Music, with text by William Shakespeare.
