Liturgy Planning for Youth Events
We have “Special Permission for Camp & Youth Events” from Bishop Gepert for

1) Re-writing parts of the liturgy as according to “Order for Eucharist” as found on page 400 of the BCP

2) Reading and the Gospel can be:  presentations, re-writings, or told in any other non-traditional form. 

3) a non clergy person (child or adult) with a “strong and expressive voice” to read the Gospel

4) Children to stand with the Priest at the altar and break bread at the same time the Priest breaks it

5) Children and adults can distribute both the bread and the wine

According to the BCP rubrics we can

1) Use a “Hymn of Praise” in place of the Gloria  

2) Omit the Nicene Creed

3) Omit the Confession

4) Omit a Psalm

5) Only have one reading plus the Gospel
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
